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Background Information

Healthy Dundee is a long-standing, multi-agency group, with representation from NHS Tayside, Dundee City Council, the voluntary sector and others.  Its broad aims are to tackle health inequalities and promote the good health and well being of the people of Dundee.

A recent review of the structure resulted in changes to Healthy Dundee’s role and the partnership now seeks to improve how health related services are planned and delivered.

To help Healthy Dundee achieve this, the Health Improvement Strategic Planning Group will make sure that services are delivered in partnership at a local level. The network also has a role to play in making sure that local people are involved in the process.

To encourage communities to become involved in making Dundee a healthier place, the Health Improvement Strategic Planning Group manages a Small Grants Scheme through the Healthy Communities Small Grants Assessment Group. A whole range of activities are eligible for funding, particularly those which help tackle Dundee’s main health issues around healthy eating, smoking, physical activity, mental well being, sexual health and substance misuse and those which seek to address health inequalities.

Funding Criteria

Activities must:

· be imaginative and involve the community in tackling health issues

· bring together community, voluntary and other agencies to work in partnership

· relate to Healthy Dundee’s Joint Health Improvement Plan priorities:


 to help reduce inequalities in health and promote and    
improve the health of the people of Dundee 

      (point 4 of the application form refers)

· either be short-term, focused and capable of being easily evaluated or have considered sustainability

NB:  The Healthy Communities small grants budget is £10,000 per annum and individual grants would not normally exceed £1,000

Funding requested should:

· only reflect the additional costs of carrying out the activity.  Other sources of funding including costs which agencies may already be contributing to a project by way of staff time etc should be identified for information

· the Healthy Communities Small Grants Application for Funding form should be completed and returned within the timescale set out in the covering letter 

· the project must acknowledge the support given by Healthy Dundee
